We are looking for enthusiastic, active and qualified coaches for a local summer day camp.  This position is ideal for you if your educational background is:  inclusive/special education, adapted physical education, school psychology, Applied Behaviour Analysis, occupational therapy, speech/language or related academic areas AND have some prior hands-on experience working with youth on the spectrum.  University students and school teachers or EA’s who are off for the summer, are ideal candidates.  This is an excellent hands-on career-related experience for you in this field!  Training is provided.  You are hired as an independent contractor.
OHEYS offers two summer camp programs specifically for pre-teens to young adults on the autism spectrum.  Our camp provides a unique opportunity for camp programming within the structure of a group setting.  It includes coaches and supervisors with knowledge and training about autism and experience in working with youth at a variety of different developmental levels.  Our focus is on encouraging physical activity and healthy lifestyles, and developing social skills and peer relationships.  OHEYS Middle Years Adventure Camp includes fun activities such as Skyzone, archery, swimming and more! OHEYS “Jobs & Sports” is an adolescent activity based program, which addresses these two challenging areas: potential employment and lifelong physical activity. Participants get to choose work placements and work on employment skills, as well as fun field trips!

THE JOB 
20 children on the autism spectrum attend for the week.  Children are accepted based on ability to participate, so campers vary from children with behaviour/language challenges to children who are working on more advanced physical, social and language goals.  Coaches work under the supervision of on-site Camp Directors experienced in behaviour modification principles and practices. 

Coaches – You will work on social skills, physical skills, general camp-type activity experiences, and verbal interactions.  Activity schedules and token boards may used, as appropriate.  Prior to camp, Camp Directors meet with participant families specifically to set out goals and objectives for a successful experience for each child. These meetings are held between March-May.  The coaches training session will be held May-June (TBA) where child-specific goals and the camp program will be discussed in detail. 

BREAKDOWN OF HOURS 
You should be able to work the full week you sign up for AND be available for orientation/planning in preparation for the camp weeks.  On-site camp hours start at $12.50/hour. Training time is required, and is paid. Optional equipment set-up and tear down time (if you are available). You are paid as an independent contractor. Objectives during the paid lunch time at camp are assisting children with appropriate food selection, table manners and conversation with peers.  Lunch is provided for coaches.
